20102011. The town has been involved in many projects that will benefit the town for many years.

FY 20102011 saw the beginning phases of treanlp and reise of the former Browns Mill site on Vaughn
Street get underway. The town received a $600,000 cleanup grant from the EPA Brownfields program
remediate the site and make it available for public use as a river walk and recreational area.

The former Moosehead building is another site where EPA Brownfields funding has been awarded for
remediation of lead paint and asbestos. This work is expected to begin in 2012 and will assist the dev
Arnold Development Corporation, in redémging the site. The redevelopment plan for Moosehead is a
mixed use ralevelopment project that includes commercial space with a data center, retail space, and
housing with apartments overlooking the river. The redevelopment of the former Moosehéad 8Site
potential to reshape our downtown while providing employment opportunities for the community.

Another project helping revitalize our downtown is the renovations anda®f Central Hall. The town has
partnered with the Dovédfoxcroft Histortal Society to redevelop Central Hall into an adult day service
center downstairs, and to restore the hall upstairs. The Historical Society has determined that a servig
is lacking in our area is the availability of adult day services for senidrs.Céntral Hall project will
provide space for these services, and will provide them at a central location within the community. Cel
Hall has been an icon for our community since the late 1800s, and this project will ensure that Central
will remain a fixture in our community for decades to come.

The following is a report for fiscal year ending July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.

Many things have been happening in the community over the past year. RAngjeds the redevelopment
of the Moosehead Site, the Central Hall project, the cleanup ahére e | opment of t he
site on Vaughn Street, downtown revitalization efforts, wastewater collection system and treatment pla
upgrades, and o#h projects.

In late 2010 town residents were surveyed regarding town priorities. The issue with the highest priority
the town to address was the issue of roads. There are some important facts we should all be aware of
comes to our local roads and how mianance and improvements to local roads are funded.

The State of Maine assists the town with funding for improvements and maintenance of local roads in the

amount of $91,220 per year. While the public works department does the summer maintenancetofothw,
50 miles of gravel roads, additional funding is needed in order to maintain our paved roads.

Currently the town raises no local money for pavement repairs and replacement (other than cold patch
minor trench replacement). The only fundihgttgoes into our paved roads comes from the State Road
Assistance Program in the amount of $91,220 per year.

The cost per mile to properly maintain one mile of pavement is approximately $10,735 per year (paven
prices vary from year to year but ordgems to be increasing due to the rising price of petroleum products
$10,735 times 35 miles of local roads amounts to just under $376,000 per year. With $91,220 in State)
Assistance per year designated for our paved roads, we are significantifyodiohg our local roads each
year. The Town needs to provide $285,000 in funding for roads if roads are to be properly maintained
Raising the appropriate amount of money for roads each year will affect the tax rate by.9 mils based o
current town ®luation. This amounts to $90 per $100,000 in property value.

The condition of our local roads and properly funding our roads has been a topic of discussion by the
of Selectmen and budget advisory committee for several years and certainly thish@#own has put
together a maintenance plan to prioritize the work that needs to be done. Voters will have an opportun
vote in support of funding for local roads at the annual town meeting referendum election orf"June 12
Good local roads maiire local funding.

As this report draws to a cl ose, I 6d Ii ke to f
all the hard work and dedication you put into serving this community. We are fortunate to have so mar
community volungers willing to roll up their sleeves and give of their time and talents in order to make
DoverFoxcroft a better place.

Dear Friends & Neighbors:

With 2012 nearly upon us, I wish to take this moment to let you know how grateful I am for the honor
of being your state representative. Since the swearing in of the 125™ Legislature, a great deal of work has been
done to help improve and revitalize our state’s economy. My fellow Republican colleagues and 1 did not take
the responsibility of setting the policy agenda at the State House lightly. In fact, we were extremely humbled
by the opportunity to implement a new course of action that would hasten our recovery from the bleak outlook
brought about by the “Great Recession.”

Before convening last January to commence our legislative duties, a bold agenda was laid out based
upon the expressed and confirmed desires of the people. Consequently, lawmakers set out to implement key
reforms to lower taxes, bring health insurance costs under control, improve our state’s business climate, and
make certain a strong safety net remains in place for our most vulnerable citizens. Forty years of failed
experiments and unproven doctrines has put our great state in a condition of great disrepair. The objective
during the First Regular Session earlier this year was to rebuild the foundation, so as to have a more stable
footing to build upon.

With that said, I am pleased to report that this lofty goal was accomplished. Under the Capitol dome,
legislators passed the largest tax cut in Maine’s history — more than $150 million. Furthermore, to help reign
in the out-of-control costs of health insurance, Public Law 2011, Chapter 90 was enacted that will ultimately
offer more options for coverage, reduce premiums, improve the quality of care, and guarantee everyone access,
including those with chronic conditions. Regulatory reform was also a focus of policymakers, as we
eliminated unnecessary “red tape” to promote job creation and retention. Finally, efforts were made to help
people to better help themselves via sweeping changes to Maine’s welfare system.

Although there is still much work to be done, I believe the end result of these common sense reforms
will create a better future not only for ourselves, but more importantly, for our children. Supplemental
initiatives, including additional restructuring within the Department of Health and Humans Services, will be
deliberated over the coming months during the Second Regular Session. As always, I welcome your input on
any of these matters, since hearing from you allows me the ability to be a better public servant.

Once more, [ wish to convey my appreciation for the faith and confidence you have placed in me to be

your voice in Augusta.

Dear Dover-Foxcroft residents and friends,

These days I’m as frustrated as anyone with the partisan gridlock in Washington. Even the most routine
congressional functions, such as passing budgets, are caught up in irresponsible political games. One way
to stop this is a bill I am pushing that would make sure members of Congress wouldn’t get paid if they fail
to pass budget and appropriation bills on time. It is time for Congress to get serious and show some
common sense.

Yet, despite congressional dysfunction, I’m pleased to report progress on a number of initiatives
important to Maine. Last year, Congress passed the Small Business Jobs Act, which included my
amendment to ensure Maine small business lending agencies qualified for funding under the bill. As a
result, Maine received $13.2 million last September to support small business development. Since a
requirement of the funding was to match every federal dollar with 10 additional dollars, that one
investment is expected to spur $132 million in small business lending in our state.

My work in support of our nation’s veterans continues to be very important to me. Last October, the
House passed a measure I authored to ensure that severely disabled and elderly veterans are able to get the
care they need at Maine’s state veterans’ homes. I’m pleased that it passed unanimously in the House,
and I’'m hopeful the Senate acts on it soon.

We still have much work to do to create jobs and grow our national and state economies. Last year, I
visited many Maine manufacturers and received a tremendous amount of valuable feedback. After these
visits, and having heard back from over 85 Maine companies that filled out an online survey I created, it
was made clear to me that legislative action is needed at the federal level to do more to boost our
manufacturers and the positive impact they have on our economy.

My highest priority has always been ensuring that Mainers receive timely and quality constituent services.

A Message from Senator Douglas A. Thomas

Dear Friends and Neighbors:

I am grateful for the trust you have placed in me to work for the citizens of Dover-Foxcroft and our
region. Representing your interests during the past year in the Maine Senate has been truly rewarding and an
experience that I will never regret. Thank you for allowing me the opportunity to be your voice in Augusta.

When the new majority took their oath of office last December, we promised to move Maine in a new
direction and to make our state more prosperous and affordable for all Mainers. Lawmakers also faced dire budget
projections of a billion dollar shortfall. Many doubted we could attain anything substantive with the obstacles
before us. Instead of looking at quick fix solutions to the problems before us, we met our challenges head on by
rolling up our sleeves and working together. Over the months that ensued, the Legislature approved a number of
significant reform measures to our health insurance market, tax policies, and state regulations.

Looking back at the results of the First Regular Session, I believe legislators made significant strides in
addressing Maine’s most pressing needs during extremely difficult times. We did so while avoiding a government
shutdown and the polarizing situations that occurred in other states. Leadership made the decision early on in the
session that we would insist on a two-thirds budget and we would create a culture of inclusion, respect, and
consensus. We increased state funding to local schools by $65 million, brought solvency to the retiree pension
system, insisted on more transparency and accountability at the Maine Turnpike Authority, and paid back our
local hospitals millions of dollars that had been owed to them for years. We worked hard to deliver the changes
we promised, and we succeeded.

Though important progress has been made, we have a great deal of work ahead of us when we return to
Augusta for the second year of the session. The most daunting task will be addressing a staggering $120 million
shortfall within the Department of Health and Human Services and its MaineCare program. In terms of all
spending, MaineCare accounts for 32 percent of the state budget and enrollment is expected to grow at more than
three times the rate of our revenues over the next four years. Difficult structural changes to the MaineCare
program must be made soon; but I am confident that if we continue to work together as we did last year, we can
return MaineCare back to a sustainable and quality system that protects Maine’s most at-risk citizens.

Again, thank you for entrusting me to represent you in Augusta. Please feel free to contact me if you ever
need my help in navigating the state bureaucracy.

Thegoal of the tax assessment office is to maintain fair, equitable, and accurate assessed values that afe tt
basis for allocating the property taxes of the town to each property according to its proportionate value gf th
town according to state law. Thoffice has worked and continues to work to achieve this goal.

The work undertaken by the assessment office includes reviewing all deeds in the town to update propgrty
records for ownership changes, updating parcel maps and assessment records wherareardatted in

the town, maintaining and reviewing exemptions that individuals or organizations apply for, viewing and
updating values on new or improved properties, maintaining property values in accordance to local trengls ir
the real estate market, anwintaining values on taxable business equipment.

In 2011 (Fiscal Year July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012) the taxable valuation of the town was $313,434,90(Q.
The tax rate was $15.40 per thousand. Added to the tax base in 2011 were 4 seasonal homesnd year
home, and 1 new mobile home. The amount raised from taxation $4,826,897.46. Of this amount
$2,183,987.65 was for schools and $408,234 for Piscataquis County.

We remind homeowners that if you have not already applied, you may qualify for a Halriesteaption.
Homeowners who have owned a home in Maine for at least one year and are a resident of Maine can qualif
for this exemption. Applications are available at the town office and need to be submitted on or before April
1. At 100% of value, thisxemption is $10,000. If you already receive this exemption it shows up as a
$10,000 exemption on your tax bill. There is no need-epmy for this exemption every year as long as
you reside in the same home. If you move from one residence to awdthiertown, it would be a good
idea to contact the Assessorods Office or reapp
exemption is transferred to your new home. New homeowners in town need to apply by April 1. 1128
property owners ragved the homestead exemption in 2011.

In 2011 we certified an assessment ratio, the ratio of assessed valt@asates prices, of 100%. It is our
expectation to certify a ratio of 100% in 2012 as well. We will be reviewing recent sales prior to the

commitment of taxes in 2012 to continue to monitor how our assessed valuations compare to recent sales
prices.

Maine law provides that taxpayers who are of the opinion that their valuation is in excess of its market Vfalue
or is assessed disproportionately to other similar property in the town have the right to request an abatgmer
a reduction, in their valuatiorA taxpayer has 185 days from the date of commitment of taxes to request an
abatement in writing.

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CODE ENFORCEMENT

Building codes have been adopted by the state of Maine, referred to as the Maine Uniform Building and
Energy Code (MUBEC). All towns with a population of over 4000 must enforce this code as of Decemb,

2010. Originally it was decided that towns 02600 in population must enforce the new building codes but

has since been changed to 4000. The Town of DBeecroft must enforce the MUBEC but since we did
not have a building code in effect at the time of adoption, we have been given an externsgim to b
enforcement in July 1, 2012. Most of the other towns around us fall in the under 4000 category and will
have the option of adopting and enforcing the building codes. Stay tuned for how that all turns out for o
town.

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WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT

To the Citizens of DoveFoxcroft:

2010i 2011 was the 20th year of operation. Since start up, thigi
facility has received and treated 2.49 billion gallons of
wastewater, 1722 tons of organic waste, 1299 tons of tota
suspended solids with overall treatment efficiency of 88%.

Description of Collection System

The town of DoveiFoxcroft currently maintama centralized
wastewater collection system consisting of approximately 20.4
miles (107,673 linear feet) of gravity sewer mains and force
mains, three wastewater pump stations and sewer manholes. To

date, approximately 20.2 miles (99%) have been upgradeew

PVC pipe. The remaining 0.2 miles (1%) of the wastewater collection system piping consists mostly of old clay tile, asbestos
cement, brick, or other substandard materials. Maintenance problems such as root intrusion, leaky sections, ahd structura
deficiencies are associated with these substandard materials. They cause sewer line blockages anthsudfipoding.

The sewer collection system project that remained unfinished in 2010 was finally completed in spring and summer of 2011.

The remaining old sewer line (approx. 2000 linear feet) thatstilllineed tabe replaced in the next cougéyears are Mechanic
Street from Cherry Street to Park Street, Free Street, Edes Avenue, Central Street tie in andauntoskne from Forest St to
Hancock St that runs along Dunham Brook..

Collection System Performance

The Town of DovetFoxcroft Wastewater Department works hard to eliminate the overflows in the system. This is accomplish
by constant preventive maintenance. Preventive maintenance consists of sewer cleaning and video inspection. Thersgwer g
keeps the wastewatdoiving freely to the treatment plant. Video inspection allows us to pin point locations of problem areas, S
as root intrusions, grease build up, broken pipe, and sources of /1.

There are a number of ways that clean water can enter the system.

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Treatment Plant

The DoverFoxcroft Wastewater Treatment Facility is looking and operatingfarestarting our 20th year of operation. The
system is running as designed although the equipment and buildings are starting to show a little wear.

The facility consists of pretreatment operation that includes grit removal and screening, followestlaethted lagoons operated
in series, chlorination, and dechlorination. The pretreatment process removed 121 cubic feet of grit and 62 cubictz@hgésc
this year. Removing these solids from the waste stream positively impacts the aeratetréago@mt system. The pretreatment
process has removed 2,116 cubic feet of grit and 458 cubic feet of screening to date.

The aerated lagoon system is operagindesigned. With the sludge dewatering system finally put on line in 2007, we removed
the sludje that accumulated in lagoon #2 in 2008 and lagoon #3 in 2009. This past summer we continued our efforts in lago
We have approximately removed a third of all the sludge in lagoon #1. It will take a few years to get the sludge dagadthis
but we are starting to see positive results. Befloiesludge removal process, our treatment efficiency was rarely above 90% but
now we are seeing 982%, consistently.

The chlorination and dechlorination systems work as designed this year. The tiblosgatem is a process that significantly
reduces the pathogenic (disease causing) organisms that we discharge to the Piscataquis RivehloFimatien system is a
process that reduces the chlorine levels that is acceptable to discharge intortmeremt.
